




Each year, millions of cats enter shelters. Some are strays, some are relinquished by owners. In 2008, the Chenan-
go SPCA received and cared for almost 1,000 cats and kittens. As an open-admission shelter, we never turn away 
an animal in need. And there is no time limit for how long an animal can stay at the shelter. Mrs. Crabtree and 
Diamond waited for their new home for up to 9months before their adoption. While our shelter cats await their 
new loving home, your donations make their everyday care possible. Thank you.

This is what they receive in care when 
they arrive and during their stay:

A Cat, The Shelter and How You Help

FLEAS:  Flea infestation on a cat causes discomfort and 
medical issues. And fleas are ’shared’ with others quickly 
so we take great care to control it. This is one of our 
largest expenses at $4,800.

VACCINES:  The Distemper vaccine is given 
to each cat/kitten. Last year, we purchased 
over $1,000 of distemper to ensure the health 
of our shelter cats. Each cat/kitten also receive
de-worming medicine.

NO MORE LITTERING:  
Spay/Neuter is a topmost priority for 
our shelter. NY State laws requires it 
and we know it saves countless lives 
by preventing unwanted litters. Our 
goal is to have 100% altered before 
adoption.

FACT:  
A cat can produce on average 3 litters 
a year. Litters average 4-6 kittens. In a 
few short years, a cat and her offspring 
can produce thousands of cats and 
kittens! There are not enough homes 
available so please spay/neuter your 
pets.

BLOOD TEST:  Upon 
arrival, each cat/kitten
is tested for Feline Leukemia.
In 2008, we purchased 
$1,800 worth of Feline 
Leukemia kits.

MORE LITTER PLEASE: In 
one year, we use over 21,000 lbs 
of cat litter. Our average cost
per pound is .14 cents. Donations 
of bags of kitty litter offset our
need to purchase litter.

WE ARE A HILL’S 
SCIENCE DIET 
PARTNER!  In 2008, we 
fed 3,782 lbs. of food to our 
cats and kittens for just over 
$1,000. Retail value was 
$6,000! A significant savings
and your donations make it
happen.
