If you’ve visited the shelter since April, you probably noticed our new cat condos 
in our cat adoption room.  Beginning in the fall of 2007, we started to raise 
funds to upgrade all of our cat cages, a few dog kennels as well as a few other 
items.  This was all part of an overall plan that has been in process since 2005 
beginning with the humane education center.

Since our move in 2001, we have continued to grow and in that growth we 
recognized a need to increase our housing space, we needed to make strides to 
improve efficiency for cleaning and maintaining the shelter which in turn helps 
with disease control, one of our main priorities.

In the end, we were able to raise over $80,000 from foundations and bequests 
to accomplish this capital project.  Since the installation of the new cat cages, the 
cats in the cat room have enjoyed high perches, privacy for their… ahem, “potty 
needs”, and a quieter stay while they await a new forever loving home.

We chose these kitty condos because their design meets the natural instincts and 
needs of cats.  Additionally, they offer options such as opening between cages 
either horizontally or vertically to increase space.  If a large litter of kittens arrive, 
they can have the room of two cages or more to get the exercise they need.
